Great Addington Parish Council 
Precept for 2012/13 
The Council considered its budget for 2012/13 at 

the November meeting and savings made over the 
current financial year have meant that the precept 
will be reduced by 1.6% to £6,928.  Election ex-
penses and mowing costs during the summer were 
less than expected, resulting in a surplus of up to 
£800.  The Council took new powers and responsi-
bilities for local government (because of the Local-
ism Act 2011) into consideration when it discussed 
its budget and it agreed a salary increase for the 
Clerk, provision for training and an increase of 
reserves following capital expenditure earlier this 
year.  If you would like more information about 
the Councilôs budget setting process, please con-
tact the Clerk (see contact details below). 

Dog fouling 
It has been reported to the Council that dog foul-

ing in public places has increased and that several 
discarded dog waste bags have been left hanging 
on private hedges and trees in the village.  If you 
own a dog, please dispose of the waste responsi-

bly.  If your dog fouls the pavement, please take it 
home and put it with your household rubbish if 
there is no bin available.  If your dog fouls along 
any of the footpaths surrounding the village, please 
use the óstick and flickô method and use a stick to 
remove the waste from the footpath into the under-
growth where it can break down naturally.  The 
advice from ENC Waste Management Services is 
that a fixed penalty notice with a £75 fine could be 
issued to anyone leaving dog faeces in certain 
specified places.  If you would like more informa-
